Parents’ Bill of Rights in Louisiana Schools

Original Bill, Act 699 of 2014 This bill recognizes that:
° Parental involvement is a significant factor in increasing student achievement and that
access to student information encourages such involvement

Original rights included in Act 699. (R.S. 17:406.9)

1. The right to examine textbooks, curriculum, and supplemental material used in their
child’s classroom
2. The right to inspect their child’s school records, including:

a. Academic records

b. Medical or health records

C. Records of any mental health counseling

d. Records of any vocational counseling
3. To be notified when medical services are being offered to their child, except where
emergency medical treatment is required.

a. In cases where emergency medical treatment is required, the parent shall be

notified as soon as practicable after the treatment is rendered
4. The right to be notified if a criminal action is deemed to have committed against their child
or by their child.
5. To be notified if law enforcement personnel questions their child, except in cases where the
parent has been accused of abusing or neglecting the child.
6. The right to be notified if their child is taken or removed from the school campus without
parental permission.
7. To receive written notice and the option to opt their child out of any surveys that include
questions about any of the following:

a. The students’ sexual experiences or attractions.

b. The student’s family beliefs, morality, religion or political affiliation.

C. Any mental health or psychological problems of the student or a family member.

Act 547 of 2018 Revised Parent’s Bill of Rights:

1. Receive a child’s education records within 10 business days of submitting a request.

2. Access the final school calendar for the academic year at least 30 days prior to the first day
of school.

3. View a complete listing of school fees and the purpose of each.
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4, View any school uniform requirements on the school website.
5. Be promptly informed if their child is at-risk of not being promoted to the next grade level.

* To access the final school calendar at least 30 days prior to the beginning
of the school year.

* To view a complete listing of all school fees and the purpose of each.

* To view any school uniform requirements on the school’s website.

e Examinar los libros de texto, el plan de estudios, y otros materiales
utilizados en el aula de su hijo(a).

* Inspeccionar los registros escolares del nifo(a) y recibir los registros
educativos del nifio(a) dentro de los 10 dias habiles de la solicitud.

* Ser notificado cuando se ofrezcan servicios médicos.

* Ser notificado de una accién criminal emprendida en contra su hijo(a) o
por su hijo(a).

* La escuela no debe discriminar a su hijo(a) debido a las creencias
religiosas de la familia del nifio(a).

* Recibir un aviso por escrito y la opcién de no participar en las encuestas
que hacen ciertas preguntas.

* Tener acceso al calendario escolar final al menos 30 dias antes del
comienzo del ano escolar.

* Ver una lista completa de todas las cuotas escolares y el proposito de
cada una de ellas.

* Ver cualquier requisito de uniforme escolar en el sitio web de la escuela.

* Ser informado de inmediato si su hijo(a) corre el riesgo de no ser
promovido al siguiente nivel de grado.
